Background and Purpose
UNIFEM South Asia Regional office has been organizing biennial review meetings with Governments and civil society to take stock of progress, gaps and emerging challenges in the implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action (BPfA). The first such meeting was held in New Delhi in 1996 in collaboration with the Government of India; the second was held in 1998 at Kathmandu in collaboration with His Majesty’s Government of Nepal; the third was held in 2000 in collaboration with the Government of Maldives; the fourth was held in 2003, in partnership with the Government of Bhutan; the fifth was co-hosted by the Government of Pakistan in 2005; and the sixth was co-hosted by the Government of India in 2008. 
The sixth Review focused on appraising the progress made by SAARC countries on the Beijing Platform for Action and the five areas - violence against women, economic and political empowerment of women, disaster preparedness and management, and health and education - which had been identified as areas of priority at the Ministerial Conference at Islamabad in 2005. It continued the process of regional sharing and learning along with a regional prioritization of key concerns, drawing upon current trends and analysis. The meeting led to the adoption of the India Forward Moving Strategies. 
The Seventh South Asia Regional Ministerial Conference Celebrating Beijing +15 is scheduled to be held in 2010 in Dhaka in partnership with the Government of Bangladesh. This Conference acquires special significance since 2010 marks the fifteenth anniversary of the historic Fourth World Conference at Beijing. It will review and take forward the outcomes of the global review of the Beijing +15 at the national and regional level and track progress in the areas, identified as priority, in the India Forward Moving Strategies (IFMS). The Review will conclude with a declaration that would call for actions from governments and civil society, on issues identified as priority in the region and adopted by all participants.
